FitQuest Physical Gaming Arcade
In the fall of 2007, Westerville Parks and Recreation and the FitQuest Committee were able to revamp The Scene game room at the Westerville Community Center with the generous donations from loyal sponsors Mount Carmel St. Ann’s, Nationwide Children’s Hospital,  Emerson and Lake Shore Cryotronics.

Previously The Scene had only stationary video games, a pool table and a foosball table. The pool table and foosball table are still available for use but now there are options for an active spin on the usually sedentary video game experience. The room now features the Nintendo Wii, Game Bike Pros and Dance, Dance Revolution.  
Nintendo Wii game system is an interactive video game displaying many sports such as golf, tennis and boxing that require the player to exert physical effort to get the game into motion.   The Game Bike Pros require pedaling by the player to participate in the game. Operated by a PlayStation 2, the system offers activity options like ATV, car and bicycle racing.  Finally, the ever popular Dance, Dance Revolution was recommended by the Center for Childhood Obesity by the Nationwide Children’s Hospital staff and is a huge hit in arcades all over the country.  Any level player can enjoy all of these systems and get a good workout.

This game room falls in line with the mission of the FitQuest and FitQuest Kids’ Club programs to make physical activity and a generally healthy lifestyle a priority of Westerville citizens.  

The FitQuest Physical Gaming Arcade is available for use by all ages and each of the games is designed to get the player’s heart rate up for the duration of their play time.  Each participant must show that they have resident or non-resident I.D. The new features are open to the public Monday through Friday from 3:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m.
